John 14: 1-6
Intro:
“Let not your heart be troubled.”  People love these six words.



Beautiful Language… poetic, rhythm



Relevant Topic == a Troubled Heart


“Heart” = 
Our in most part --- emotions, thoughts


“Troubled” = 
To shake, to stir, to agitate…




Like the waters at Bethesda stirred by angel




Note:  Same word used to describe Jesus!


ILL – Our first washing machine broke… “Agitator”

· I thought our three year old !


We are Troubled by Failures; Frustrations and Fears


Be honest… some vocal, some silent  (take your time)



Is your Heart Troubled this morning?

t/s – The Disciples were Dealing with the Departure of Jesus.


Failures – Judas would Betray and Peter would Deny


Frustrations – “Where I am going you cannot come”





BUT, we left everything to Follow!


Fears – What will happen to us… Future?

Jesus Settled Their Troubled Heart

Let not your heart be troubled.

· Present Verb – Stop being Troubled… They already were!

· Imperative – A command to take action, control… HOW?!

John 14: 1-6

Jesus Settles My Troubled Heart

Jesus offers us more than beautiful language and emotional relevance; His teaching offers piers of truth that reach down to the bedrock of our faith:  Deep, Dependable Theology.
What we know, controls how we feel.  My Head can Help my Heart!

Perspective:  I am not home; not here, not now, not yet.
Exp – “World” will be a theme on the Farewell Discourse.  Jesus will 
use the word, “world” almost 40 times in four chapters.  He is


Preparing the disciples for Life in This World.  We will dig


Deeper, later… for now… This world is not our Home!

Our hearts are troubled when we try to live as if we are Home.


This is not Home; We are pilgrims; Ambassadors; Messengers
Ill – First time away from family; age 8/9; camp hudgens…


Laying in bunk at night… belly heart… odd feeling… sick?!


I was sick… Homesick!  I still get Homesick… Not troubled.
App – When you have that uneasy feeling; a longing; a dissatisfaction;


A sense that life is just not what it should be, could be…


Homesick!  

· Americans have the luxury of living with the illusion that this is home --- secure, prosperous, comfortable..

· Fears; Frustrations; Failures….  I am not Home!

Jesus Settles My Troubled Heart

Promise:  I will be Home; one day.

Exp – Text is full of tensions:  Here/There; Now/Later; Seen/Unseen

At the Heart lies a Promise from Jesus:



You have a Place with Me in the Father’s House!

App – In this World, we have trouble….Which is the Greater Reality?

· Here, Now, Seen

· There, Later, Unseen


Our momentary and light affliction is not worthy to be 
compared with the eternal weight of glory which will be ours..

ILL – At funerals, we sometimes sing a song from Revolutionary War


On Jordan’s stormy banks I stand and cast a wishful eye


   To Canaan’s fair and happy land where my possessions lie.


When shall I reach that happy place and be forever blest?


   When shall I see my Father’s face and in His bosom rest?

Jesus Settles My Troubled Heart

T/S – The Perspective is important and the Promise gives Joy;


But the key here is Jesus….

Person:  Jesus Is the Way Home
Exp – This teaching contains one of the most Bold Claims of Christ.

· Many focus on vs. 5-6 --- Exclusive Claim!

· Even more fundamental…. Vs. 1

Jesus points to Himself as the object of precisely the same 
Trust given to God!  


Note:  Inverted sentence structure



Believe in God, in Me also believe.


God and Christ a close together as possible.  


Whatever devotion or faith you give to God; give the very 
same to Jesus!  (more tonight)


If this is indeed true; “I am the Way” is no stretch at all!

The Person of Jesus Christ, One with the Father; the Way the 
Truth the Life; Settles My Troubled Heart

ILL – Roni Winters is my guide.  Experienced; Conscientious; Kind.

· After praying at the Western Wall (wailing) I came to meeting place and found no Roni… a little scary… Peace.

· Confidence in myself; comfortable with my situation; No…


I trusted Roni…

App – Jesus Is Our Peace.
