Courage
“Good Cheer”; to be bold; confident; brave


Victory

Overcome; to conquer, vanquish, prevail

Description of How Disciples live In this World; He chooses 
and Uses these three words:

John 16:33
Read 

This verse contains two sentences.  The second explains the first.

Reread with expanding comments.

“these things” – farewell discourse
“so that” 
– purpose clause… His purpose is our peace

“In Me”
– contrast to “in the world”… John 15 – Abide

“But” 

– a strong adversative…transition… shift

“I” 

– emphatic… I Myself and no other!

Jesus’s talk of Peace stands in the face of two Realities.

1. Tribulations – Pressure; grinding grain and pressing grapes



In This world we experience pressing, grinding trouble
· Do you need me to convince you of this?

· Be careful… in comparison to our brethren…


Ill – teenage girl with a hang nail… “Why always…”

2. Overcome – To conquer; to vanquish; to prevail…



Verb Tense = perfect = a present state that has





resulted from a past action.

Disciples Consider His Victory the Greater Reality!

ILL – Tone of Jesus (professor; theologian; counselor)


Like William Wallace, riding His horse with sword drawn…

Read the verse like William Wallace…

Disciples Claim His Peace with Courage.

The Victory and the Tribulations are guaranteed.  Nothing we do can change that.  He has overcome once and for all and gives us Victory!  But, in this World, in our lives in the World, we must claim His Peace.  

We Claim His Peace with the only command in the verse:

Be Courageous!

ILL – Thomas Jefferson selected Merriweather Lewis to lead the


Exploration of the American Northwest…  8,000 miles; two 
years; uncharted territory… like going to the moon.


“… a Courage Undaunted”

· Not discouraged by difficulty, danger or disappointment

Disciples Claim His Peace with Courage.
Because of what Jesus has done for us, His Victory, we live our lives --- in this world, even under the pressure and grind of trouble --- we live with Confidence; Boldness; Courage.

ILL – Often ask for Peace; instead, ask for Courage!!
Story of Joshua
Moses was dead.  The wilderness was at their back.  They were looking across the Jordan into the land the LORD had promised to give them, a beautiful land they desired.

· LORD, “I have given you this land.”

· Arise, Cross the river… Be strong and Courageous!
