t/s – The more things change, the more they stay the Same.

We Have the Same LORD. (56-59)
Exp – Just as our fathers depended on Him in the past, we depend


On Him in the Present and Future.


Vs. 59b – Day by Day

Ill – Reading the history of QSBC – Celebration Day Nov. 7, 1982.


New blue choir robes and cranberry red carpet.


Problems with lights; nobody knew where to go…


“Mass Confusion!”

App – Hallelujah!  He is the Same yesterday, today and forever.

Buildings remind us that our lives don’t last long;


And the LORD is Eternal… from generation to generation.

We Have the Same Mission (60)

Exp – So that all the peoples of the earth may know… (Joshua 4)

Don’t let this building make you self-centered.


He chooses us in order to use us to let others know!


Peoples = Tribes and tongues and nations!


The Building helped Turn the people Inward.
ILL – Jesus cleansed the Temple… almost 1,000 years later.


Isaiah 56 – Foreigners I will bring in Joy to Worship!


My house shall be called a House of Prayer for all nations

App – Gather Together; Build Up; SEND Out!


Paul and Vicki Hantla joined in 1982… Chris to Peoples!

We Have the Same Problem (61)

Exp – We have a Heart Problem.  “Heart” used 11 times in chapter 8.


Even as wise Solomon dedicates the Building; He seems to


realize that the Heart is the heart of the matter.


Vs. 58 – our own lack of control over the Heart.

· We can build this great House of Worship; but cannot even tame our own hearts!


If we do not keep our Heart wholly devoted… Failure!

Sad Irony 1 K 11:4 – Wives = the peoples. (opposite of the Mission)


The great King who dedicated the Temple, could not even


Dedicate His own Heart to the LORD.

In the generations that followed Solomon the Prophets exposed this Heart Problem:  


Isaiah – You people honor me with your lips…


Jeremiah – Hearts are like Stone


Ezekiel – I will give you a New Heart
