Intro – I was raising boys the entire 10 years I spent in seminary.


You don’t really know it, if you cannot explain it to a child.


Bedtime we would read a few stories from a children’s Bible.


Resurrection Story…  Angel, He is not here, He is Risen!

· Where did He go?  Not there, where is He?


t/s – If so, now what… implications of resurrections.

Psalm 110
(READ)

Difficult text:  Luther’s commentary 120 pages long!

· Prophecy & Poetry – Lovely phrases with no clear meaning

Good News!  Jesus explained this Psalm in the Gospels…


What do you think about the Messiah… Whose son is He?


They stepped into His trap, “The son of David”

· written by David; Inspired by Spirit; about Messiah; fulfilled by Jesus

Psalm 110 was important to Jesus; often on His mind.

When on trial before High Priest Caiaphas… Are you the 
Christ?   You will see me seated at the right hand of power!

Psalm 110 important to the Apostles and first generation of church.


Most quoted in NT (27 times)


Peter’s text for Pentecost sermon!

Should be important to Us today.

t/s – As we consider the implications of the Resurrection, we are going 
to take some time --- three Sundays --- to dig into this Psalm.

Note:  Chiastic structure (1/7 foundation; 2-3/5-6; 4 peak)

Jesus is our Exalted Lord.

Psalm 110: 1, 7
(YHWH and Adonai = Master)

Our Lord is Exalted following His Humiliation.
Exp – Psalm 110 assumes a prior rejection or humiliation.

Kidner, God exalted Him as emphatically as man rejected Him


“Enemies” in rebellion…. Rejected Him… Attacked him.


Vs. 7 – Much debated, difficult verse… Head down/Head Up



Emptying and Exaltation; Humiliation/Glory



Spurgeon, “Bitter brook of pain, suffering & death”



Therefore… His head is lifted up because He stooped!


Phil. 2…Emptied, Humbled, Death… For this Reason God has 
highly exalted Him; Name above every Name… every knee 
bow and tongue confess, Jesus Christ is Lord!

App – Worthy is the Lamb Who was Slain!  

Our Lord is Exalted because of His Finished Work.

Exp – “Sit” – He sits because His reign is secure & Work Complete.

Ill – Dad would inspect our work; then our backside.


If work not finished; seat should be clean… No sitting!

Hebrews 10: 11-14 (read carefully…standing and sitting)


Lifted up was He to die, It is finished was His cry;


Now in heaven exalted high:  hallelujah, what a Savior!

Our Lord is Exalted and Given All Authority

Exp – Sit at My right hand = the position of Authority/Power


Enthronement Song… King, Priest and Judge


Enemies are fighting a losing battle… Stand on the Neck!


This song on the mind of Jesus before the Cross and After!


Gathered and Sent…“All Authority has been given to Me…”

Ill – “Where did He go?  Where is Jesus Now?”

· Most of us today, “He is always with us… in Hearts”

· Peter and NT church, “He is seated on His Throne!”

App – Jesus is with me, in my heart… soft, sentimental,


Warm fuzzy… true…  Holy Spirit Abides within.


When I am discouraged and in a dark place; when world seems 
spinning out of control; when my life is falling apart and the 
nations are in an uproar… what I really need to know…


My Lord Jesus is on His throne!  Exalted with All Authority.

Conclusion
Read Psalm 110:1 out loud, together (repeat)
Religious Holidays --- We say things we do not mean.

When I hear you say Psalm 110, I wonder about one word…

MY – David called the Messiah, Jesus, MY Lord.

Is He Your Lord?  

Can you call Jesus, “My Lord”
Prayer
and Invitation

Call to worship

Return to your place and remain standing… 

Christ the Lord is Risen; He is Risen Indeed!
