Three important ideas form the heart of Paul's response to the factionalism: Christ crucified is the ultimate expression of God's power and wisdom (1:18-2:5); The low and despised complexion of the Corinthian church exemplified God's power to take a group of nobodies and make them into somebodies; and finally, Paul's ministry exemplified that God did not choose or use the wise and powerful (2: 1-5).
